The Black Box of Science

Task Card

• Each individual will be given a black box

• Inside each black box is a small metal ball (ball bearing)

• The boxes of each individual in a pair have the identical interior terrain

Individually:

• Conduct experiments to try to determine the interior terrain/map of your box

With your partner: 

• Talk about your experiments, your ideas about what the interior of your box looks like, and your evidence for your ideas

• Conduct further explorations to try to refine and come to consensus as to how the interior of your box looks

• Draw a preliminary map of the inside of your box

Later (with another team with identical vessels):

• Discuss your models for the interior of your vessels

• Continue to refine what you believe the inside to look like based on your discussions and new evidence

• Prepare to present your model to the whole group
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
